Pinehurst - Originally established in 1895 as a 
health resort and retreat for wealthy northerners, 
the Village of Pinehurst is the most popular and 
often the busiest of all the Sandhills communities.

Southern Pines – Named for the area’s signature 
long leaf forests, Southern Pines is the most 
populous village in the area, offering a variety of 
choices for dining, shopping and entertainment.
